CUTTING LED FLAT ROPE LIGHT

IMPORTANT!! LED FLAT ROPE LIGHT CAN ONLY BE CUT EVERY 19 1/2 INCHES ON SPECIFIC MARKS
Always make sure led flat rope light is disconnected from power source before cutting. W .

Use a sharp pair of shears or heavy duty household scissors to cut led flat rope light
to length. Cut points are clearly marked. Cut only on "scissors" marks located every
19 1/2 inches on bottom of led flat rope light.

Important tip: Make sure you have made a clean cut and no wires extend beyond the

PVC jacket that could cause a short and damage the led flat rope light. V126 "SCISSORS™ MARK .,

ATTACHING POWER CONNECTOR AND POWER CORD

NOTE: LED FLAT ROPE LIGHTS ARE POLARIZED. IF THEY DO NOT LIGHT UP WHEN YOU FIRST

PLUG THEM IN, UNPLUG THE POWER CORD AND FLIP THE POWER CORD CONNECTOR WHERE THE
PINS ARE INSERTED

For the power connection you will use the pins that are sharp on one end and blunt on the other.

FIG. 1 - Insert pointed end of connector pins (A) into led flat rope light (B) wire holes. TIP: warming the end of the
led flat rope light slightly with a hair dryer will make it more pliable and easier to insert pins.

Make sure pins are inserted as far as possible but be careful not to bend or break connector pins. Be sure to
match pins exactly with wire holes. Connector pins must make solid contact with wires on each side.

Align power cord (C) holes with blunt connector pins and insert molded female end of power cord onto pins.

INSTALLING IN-LINE SPLICER CONNECTOR

In-line splicer connector is for j joining two lengths of led flat rope light together.

Make sure led flat rope light is disconnected from power source before proceeding.

Follow cutting and assembly instructions outlined in steps above however for the splice connection you will use
the pins that are pointed on both ends (E). Insert pins fully into both sections of led flat rope light.

NOTE: LED FLAT ROPE LIGHTS ARE POLARIZED. IF THE ADD-ON SECTION DOES NOT LIGHT UP WHEN
YOU FIRST PLUG THEM IN, DISCONNECT FROM POWER SOURCE AND REMOVE AND RE-INSTALL THE
OPPOSITE END OF THE LIGHT SECTION INTO THE SPLICE CONNECTOR.
