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STEP-BY-STEP 
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1. Remove Diffuser from the its carton and check for any
shipping damage. 

Note:  TURN OFF POWER AT CIRCUIT BREAKER BOX !

WIRING  AND  FIXTURE OPERATION CAUTION:
Connect fixture to supply wires rated for at least 90°C 

(194°F)

Assistance may be required to support fixture during installation.

For FMVCAL & FMCSL models: 

2.	 Remove two 1/4” Flat Head Screws (6) and separate the 
Housing Assembly (7) from the Backplate (5). See Fig. 1.

3.	 Access the rear of the Housing (7) and remove two
Endcap Mounting Screws (10) holding one of the
Endcaps (10) in place. Slide the Endcap (11) off of the
Housing (7). See Fig 2.

4. Remove the damaged Diffuser (12) from the Housing (7) 
by sliding it off the Housing extrusion. See Fig. 2. 

5.	 Carefully slide the new Diffuser (12) onto the extrusion	
along the face of the Housing (7) until the leading edge 
enters the attached Endcap (11) . See Fig. 2.

6.	 Re-install the Endcap (11) to cover the exposed end of 
the Diffuser (12) and align the mounting holes.
Re-insert the two Endcap Mounting Screws (10) and
tighten. FIG. 2.

7.	 Without pinching the wires, position the Housing Assembly 
(7) over the Backplate (5) with the mounting holes 
aligned. Insert Flat Head Screws (6) and tighten. 

8. Turn on power at the circuit breaker box and verify that
fixture functions properly.

For FMVCCL models:

2. Unscrew one of the round Endcaps (11) and remove it
from the Diffuser (12). See Fig. 3

3. Remove the damaged Diffuser from the Housing (7) by
sliding it off the Housing extrusion. See Fig. 3

4.	 Carefully slide the new Diffuser (12) onto the extrusion		
along the face of the Housing (7) until the leading edge 
enters the attached Endcap (11) . See Fig. 2.

5. Re-install the Endcap (11) to cover the exposed end of
the Diffuser (12). Center the Endcap (11) over the
exposed mounting stud and screw it into position.

6.	 Without pinching the wires, position the Housing Assembly 
(7) over the Backplate (5) with the mounting holes 
aligned. Insert Flat Head Screws (6) and tighten. 

7. Turn on power at the circuit breaker box and verify that
fixture functions properly.
