MOUNTING -1/2" Knuckle Mount optional ground stake mount pole top fitter mount
1. Mount this fixture to any metal 1/2" NPS threaded mounting (not included). Please

mount the fixture prior to connecting the wires. Wire Connection

2. Route electrical leads through the mounting hole. Black O Live
3. Seal knuckle threads with sealing compound (not included). Secure the mounting White M Neutral
fitter to fixture with lock nut. Green/Yellow Green x Ground
4, Make wire connection (see wiring diagram to the right). 1

5. Adjust aiming angle of the fixture by loosening the pivot screw. Use visual angle
indicators to set desired angle, then tighten pivot screw.
