Changing the color of your Dimmer

Installing Dimmer by itself or with other devices

In incandescent multi-dimmer installations, the
reduction of the dimmer’s capacity is required. Refer
to the chart for maximum load per dimmer. No derating
is required for use in dimmable CFL or dimmable LED
multi-dimmer installations.

MAXIMUM BULB WATTAGE

Low-voltage dimmers are rated in Volt-Amps (VA). The maximum bulb wattage is
determined by the efficiency of the transformer in the low-voltage lighting system.
Transformer efficiencies will vary from different manufacturers; consider 80%
efficient as average. Use the chart to determine maximum bulb wattage for typical
transformer efficiency ratings.

In this mode the dimmer
provides a pre-set kick-start to aid the lamp in starting. To avoid flickering at the low

Locator Light Switch (LOC): The LED Locator Light will illuminate when the load
