STEP	1:	 Shut	OFF	power.	
STEP	2:	 Remove	existing	fluorescent	tube(s)	and	diffuser	(if	applicable)	and	open	the	ballast	cover.	
STEP	3:	 Disconnect	luminaire	supply	wirings	L	and	N	to	branch	circuit	as	shown	in	Figure	1.

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STEP	4:	 Disconnect	connections	to	existing	ballast	as	shown	in	Figure	2.		Cut	as	far	away	from	the	lamp	holders	
to	allow	for	longer	lengths	of	wire	at	both	lamp	holders.		Properly	discard	ballast	or	leave	it	in	the	fixture	with	
the	wire	capped	off.

STEP	5:	 Install	the	TubulⒶRCH	T5	on	the	powered	end,	marked	by	“L”	and	“N”	as	shown	in	Figure	4.		Attach	
the	field	applied	label	to	the	luminaire.		Install	ballast	cover	and	diffuser	(if	applicable)	back	on	the	luminaire,	
and	LED	tube.
