
T8 FIXTURES • TROFFER/PARABOLIC/DIRECT/INDIRECT
INSTALL INSTRUCTIONS

! WARNING DISCONNECT POWER BEFORE INSTALLING OR SERVICING.

1. The Fixture is designed to lay into a grid ceiling. Start on one side and gently lay down 
the panel.

2. Open seismic hanger on each end (4 places) 180° C to engage ceiling grid frame.

3. Safety wire clip on the back of the troffer bends up easily to accept wire from the ceiling 
structure. Thread wire through the tab and finish off as for any other suspended or grid 
fixture.

WIRING:
Connect the wiring; black to black, white to white and green to green. Use only UL listed 
wiring. (Fig 1)
