14. Do not mount or secure rope light in a manner that can cut the outer jacket or damage cord insulation.
Inspect the rope light carefully before use and discard any rope light that has a broken outer jacket,
loose connection or frayed wire insulation.

2. Cut the Rope Light at the end/beginning of the nearest series
increment. NOTE: Rope Light is wired in series parallel. Cutting
anywhere other than the end/beginning of a series increment
will result in a loss of 36” or 60” (total) of light.
