Installation Instructions

e Connect the two pieces of the yard stake together by screwing Lower Stake (C) into Upper Stake (B).

e Attach the assembled stake to the Connector Body (A) by screwing the top of Upper Stake (B) into the
base of the Connector Body (A).

o Be sure to firmly tighten the assembled stake to the Connector Body (A) before installing into the ground.
e The connector body (A) shall be maintained at minimum of 6 inches above the ground.
e Plug the power cord into a GFCI receptacle. The power cord is a 6ft 14/3 SJTW cord.

Operating Instructions

This outdoor mechanical timer has 48 pins with daily repeat function.

To set the current time, turn the dial clockwise and set the “TIME” arrow to the current time.
Note: Day hours are highlighted in the white area and night hours are highlighted in black area.
Set the desired ON/OFF times (see below).

Pulling up the gray tabs will turn OFF the connected devices. Pushing down the gray tabs will turn ON the
connected devices.

Best practice is to pull the ALL gray tabs up (OFF) then pushing down the gray tabs to specify the time the
connected devices are desired to be ON.

Each segment pin represents 30 minutes (2 segment pins = 1 hour).
You may program as many desired ON/OFF times for your appliance as you want.

To override the timer, turn the switch to the ON position. This will allow the power supply to always be ON. Be
sure to toggle the switch back to the TIMER position for the timer to be activated.

Troubleshooting

The Connector Body (A) doesn’t turn on — Make sure the AC power cord is securely plugged into an AC
receptacle. Unplug the unit for a moment, and then plug it back in again. Check the receptacle by plugging in
another device.

In case of overloading, this product is equipped with a circuit breaker which will shut off all power.
Eliminate the overload and then push to reset the circuit breaker for overload protection.
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
